IV. Why are the 24 elders’ crowns an insult to Satan?

In the created hierarchy mankind is lower than angels (Heb.
2:9).

The 24 elders have throne and crown, both emblematic of
ruling from near God’s throne.

Satan wanted to place his throne in the third heaven with
God’s throne (Is.

Satan counterfeits the 24 elders’ crowns for his servants,
like gold (Rev. 9:7).
